The yarn is dyed using natural dyes
extracted from plants, roots, berries, and insects, ensuring long-
lasting, vivid colors. The weaving process is painstaking, with skilled
artisans tying hundreds of knots per square inch by hand. Some
carpets can take several months or even years to complete,
depending on size and detail.

Isfahan
carpets showcase precise
detailing and silk warp.

Kashan carpets often feature
elegant floral motifs and red-
and-blue color schemes.
